Advances in anesthesia have made procedures relatively safe, with low rates of complication; however, occasional problems can occur due to preexisting conditions not made evident during routine histories and physical exams. Many conditions, including disorders of the liver, blood, kidneys and endocrine system may not be detected unless blood testing is performed. We run a CBC to check for anemia, abnormal white blood cell and platelet numbers. The chemistries performed are: ALT and ALKP for liver function, BUN and Creatinine for kidney function, Glucose test for hypoglycemia and possible diabetes, and Protein levels. Pets need these important tests prior to anesthesia.
